ENGINE Thursdays & Saturdays
GUNS Wednesdays & Saturdays
OFFICE Mondays through Fridays
STEWARDS Wednesdays, Thursday & Saturdays and

other days as needed by work demands
STORE Mondays through Sundays

WORK HOURS [may vary by department] Ship open to crew work 8 AM through 5 PM
and to the public 9 AM to 4PM. Office hours are 9AM to 4PM.

Volunteers must be at least 18 years old to work on this ship. Younger volunteers from
the age of 16 may be accepted on a case-by-case basis, subject to approval by department
head and the ship’s master.

Following interview with a ship’s department head an application must be completed.
This form will require 3 references and information about work history and felony
convictions.

Each application must be signed, returned, reviewed and approved by the department
head and the ship’s master before any volunteer may begin any work for the ship. There
will be no exception to this rule.

The crew of the S.S Jeremiah O’Brien is an all-volunteer crew. Volunteers are not paid
for their time, work or service as members of the crew or office staff.

Membership in the National Liberty Ship Memorial is required of all crewmembers of the
SS Jeremiah O’Brien at time of enrollment in the crew. Annual individual membership is
$50.
